1.0 Introduction 

This report will evaluate the research carried out by the health and community safety teams into incidences of hate crime within the borough of Eastleigh.

This will include crime statistics, methodology, the process of the research, and the views and opinions of participants and individuals involved in the project, as well as investigating the background of hate crime on a national picture.

What is Hate Crime? 

Hate crimes are any crimes that are targeted at a person because of hostility or prejudice towards that person’s
Disability
Race or Ethnicity
Religion or Belief
Sexual orientation
Transgender identity

2.0 Background of hate crime
In the last 20 years there have been two highly publicised cases of hate crime hate crime incidents 

On the 22nd April 1993, Stephen Lawrence was murdered in a racist attack whilst waiting for a bus in south east London

In 2007, Fiona Pilkington took her own life and that of her 18 year severely disabled daughter after being bullied and harassed by gangs of youths at their family home.

3.0 Background of the research project into hate crime. 

The objective of the research was to establish whether or not there is an underlying problem regarding hate crime in Eastleigh. 

The research wanted to answer the question whether the different community groups had confidence in public organisations such as the council and the police, as this was one of the key issues highlighted in the MacPherson report into the death of Stephen Lawrence. 

Another aim of the research was to gauge the community’s knowledge around hate crime issues. 

4.0 Hate crime research key facts 
Overall hate crime is under detected and unreported.
Hate crime is commonly mistaken for anti-social behaviour due to media coverage

Individuals are not aware of hate crime except for racially motivated

Individual victims did not know how to report or are unwilling to report due to several different barriers such as being believed by the police or other agency.

Individuals do not understand the internal mechanisms process of the criminal justice system. 

Individuals were put off reporting as they potentially could be asked to give evidence in any court case.

Some minority groups in the community do not have confidence in public sector organisations because of their race, religion, ethnicity disability, or health problems   

This can be seen in the local figures there were just 43 reported incidents of all types of hate crime between the periods of 1.4.2013 to 21.1.2014.   

There were 42,236 hate crimes reported to the police in 2012-2013 in England and Wales these can be broken down as follows:   

· 35,885 (85%) were race hate crimes
· 1,573 (4%) were religion hate crimes
· 4,267 (10%) were sexual-orientation hate crimes
· 1,841 (4%) were disability hate crimes
· 361 (1%) were transgender hate crimes
It is generally accepted that of all types of hate crime are under reported, which could be down to a number of factors which include

· Awareness of hate crime 

· Access to reporting hate crime 

· Lack of trust in public services 

One of the main recommendations in the Stephen Lawrence Inquiry
Lord Macpherson “That all possible steps should be taken by Police Services at local level in consultation with local Government and other agencies and local communities to encourage the reporting of racist incidents and crimes”
This should include:
- The ability to report at locations other than police stations; 
- The ability to report 24 hours a day.”
It was found that reporting is an issue to victims of hate crimes as there is no local official third party reporting facility, as some victims may not want to report directly to the police.

For example, in Hampshire including Eastleigh there is no third party reporting service which had been commissioned for individuals to report hate crime such as “Stop hate crime UK”.

This service is a charity which can be commissioned by local community safety partnerships or public organisations so that all members of the community can report hate crime incidents who do not feel confident in communicating with the police. 
This service offers different ways in which individuals can report incidences 24 hours a day 365 a year, which includes. 

· Phone  

· Email 

· Chat on the web 

· Post

· Text relay 

· Online form 
As part of this service advice is given to victims when an incident is classed as a hate crime, additionally this advises individuals how to report to the police if they do not want to report via the helpline.

This service can also signpost victims to local services including victim support or adult mental health services, and provide emotional support out of  hours. 

Hampshire constabulary do offer an application for smart phones, though which members of the public can report incidences of hate crime to the police. 

This application could be seen as a good step forward to encourage the public to report incidences, but it could be seen as a barrier as some individuals may not have access or will be unable to use a smart phone or do not want to report hate crime related incidences directly to the police.

Additionally individuals can phone 101 to report hate crime related incidences if they cannot access the smart phone application. 

With the 101 number individuals who have communication problems can use the Direct Access Line to report incidences but again would prefer to report to a third party rather than directly to the police. 
5.0 Methodology of the research
After carrying out some initial research, the next step for the research was to design a questionnaire which would collect the information and data which is relevant to the research. 

The second aim was to make sure that the research was accessible to all members of the community so that all groups had equal access to provide feedback about experiences or opinions around hate crime. 

It was decided that the research would not be online as this could be seen as a major barrier as individuals may not have access to computers or over issues such as language or disability.

After modifying the questionnaire with feedback from Mark Lonsdale (Corporate Researcher at Eastleigh Borough Council) and engaging with the criminology department at Leicester University, a questionnaire was designed that would capture at the required information. 

After setting up the research the research team started to engage the local organisations which included:

· Mind 

· Mencap

· Energy Youth Centre, 

· Older Asia society 

· Eastleigh disability forum,

· Eastleigh race and equality forum, 

· Nepalese society

· And the wider community in Eastleigh.

We also received the following comments from local organisations about taking part in the research 

“We welcome the opportunity to engage with the council” (local charity)

“The council want to engage with us” (local charity) 

After gaining initial agreements with organisations, further discussions did take place into how the research would be conducted. 

In the case of Mind, it was felt by all parties that dropping the questionnaires off would be the most appropriate way of carrying out the research rather than carrying out group interviews because of the sensitive nature of the organisation.

In other groups it was just good to go along and take part in their activities and get to know them to build up a relationship before asking them to engage in the research and build a level of trust up with local community groups, which can be seen as just as important. 

In the end we only managed to attract around 55 participants from a wider range of backgrounds who were willing to take part in the research, it was felt that this was down to the nature of the research topic.

6.0 Findings from the research 
Participant’s individual experiences of hate crime in Eastleigh

“I was targeted by youths because I have a guide dog.  They were trying to lead the dog into the middle of the road by throwing scraps of food into the middle of the road.  I did not know whether to report this to the police”

“I witnessed a women shouting at BEM women in wheelchair calling her a n****** in a wheelchair”

“I was on the way home from school when I was attacked because of my sexuality. Police did do a good job when dealing with this offence.”

“Several times I have been waiting for my bus with my support worker when I have been verbally abused by individuals in passing cars or people on the bus”

“Some individuals in our group have problems with the youth, they call us the P word”

 “Overall the group feels safe and have confident in public organisations such as the police and council” 

“Several times I have been waiting for my bus when I have been verbally abused by individuals passing in cars or people on the bus”

“Most anti – social behaviour case’s that I deal with turn out to be related to Hate Crime” CJ Practitioner  

Q1. How aware are you of what the term Hate Crime means?

Question 1 asked the question how aware are you of what the term hate crime means? 

The majority of participants were aware of the term hate crime as this table shows, but there was a group which took part in the research but did not fill out the questionnaire due to language and difficulties, this group was not aware of hate crime.    

Q2 Overall how concerned or unconcerned are you about being a victim of crime (not just Hate Crime) in the borough?

Generally the participants were concerned about becoming a victim of crime. This could be down to their experience or down to the fact that in general the profile of crime in the local and national media is high. 

On the back of this, one group were very concerned of being targeted due to the recent murder in Eastleigh and individuals being burgled.  
Q3. Overall how concerned or unconcerned are you about being a victim of Hate Crime in the borough?

Overall the participants felt concerned about becoming a victim of crime. 

This could be down to how the local and national media portray crime. Additionally other factors could be down to the individual’s interpretation and their past experiences of being a victim of crime.

The answers to this question which we received were disappointing due to the number of responses we received. 
The main concern to the participants was around bullying and harassment which could be put down to their individual characteristics. 

Although verbal abuse did not score high there was a lot a concern as individuals did point out that the abuse in Eastleigh is the main issues which individuals face on a day-to-day basis. 

The community as a whole did not see cyber, violent or sexual crime being a major problem on a day to day basis.

Q5. Since you’ve lived in Eastleigh Borough have you been a victim of Hate Crime because of any of the following?

The answer to this question which we received was disappointing due to the number of responses not completing this questionnaire. This could be down to the fact that individual did not believe that they had been victimised due to their characteristics. 
Additionally it is interesting that the highest answer came from responses that had identified themselves being victimised due to their race or ethnicity which could indicate an awareness issues around identifying hate crime.

Again we did get much data from the questionnaires this could be for a number of reasons, such as participants may not have been a victim of hate crime or it could be down to the fact that they may not have realised that they have been a victim.

The data which we did receive from the questionnaires could indicate a different number of scenarios which includes barriers to reporting, participants not being aware of being a victim of hate crime or not actually being a victim.

Question 8 asked the participants if there were a particular reason why they didn’t report it 

Participants’ comments
“Do not know who to report it too”

“I did not see who they were” 

“Trying to find them would be difficult; also it was only a small incident” 

“I was targeted by youth’s because I have a guide dog they there trying to led the dog into the middle of the road by throwing scraps into the road I did not know whether to report this to the police”

Q9. Overall how confident are you reporting any crimes (including Hate Crime) to the relevant authorities i.e. police, council?

The data which we did receive from the questionnaires did indicated that overall participants were not very confident about reporting hate crime to the police. In turn we did receive good feedback from participants saying that they have good experiences when dealing with the police, participants did make the following comments  

 “Over the year since I have lived in this country the standard of policing has improved as these days I have confident in the police”  
Overall the group feels safe and has confident in the public organisations such as the police and council” 

“I was on the way home from school when I was attacked because of my sexuality “Police did do a good job when dealing with this offence.

The data which we did receive from the questionnaire did indicated that there are still barriers that stop victims from reporting hate crime, the main factor being fear of retaliation from the offender.  Additionally participants did worry that if they were a victim of a hate crime they would not be believed due to their personal characteristics such as their mental health problems or other factors such as background.

Q12 asked the participants if they feel that there were any other community safety issues in their local area.
The main issues that participant highlighted was that within the Borough there are inadequate pedestrian crossings especially around Fleming Park.

Also a comment was made that the older community in Eastleigh did not feel that they can go out and about after a certain time, as they feel worried about becoming a victim of crime 

Additionally the participants raised anti-social behaviour as being a concern as young people hang around the streets and drink alcohol. This is a well-known issue by the community safety partnership.

Q13 Please uses the space below for any further comments on your experiences or views on Hate Crime?

The participants were asked if they had any further comments about hate crime. A number of the participants did comment that the partnership should make tackling hate crime one of their main priorities.

7.0 Conclusion
This research has indicated that there are low-level hate crime incidences happening within the Borough which could potentially escalate into more serious incidents. Several individuals from different organisations in the local community did share their experiences ranging from verbal to physical abuse.

Overall the community did not know what a hate crime was or whether or not to report the incident to the police. Some did not want to be seen as wasting the police’s time and did not think that they would be believed.

It was found that overall there was a mixed picture within the community regarding reporting incidences of hate crime or crime. 

In general some felt that they had confidence in the local police and the council whilst some did not feel so confident .This could be down to past experiences of dealing with public organisations or the image that the media portray on a national picture, about public services.

Another reason for under reporting of hate crime could be language barriers in where an individual’s first language is not English.

 It was highlighted in the course of the research that individuals from different groups felt that a section of young people were responsible for instigating hate crime. 

Overall fear of becoming a victim of crime did come up as a fear with most of the groups and individuals who took part in the research.

8.0 Recommendations for hate crime interventions

· Hold further hate crime awareness events 
· Continue to engaging with local community group
· Consider a third party reporting service for hate crime incidents in  Eastleigh
· Hold workshops for young people about equality and diversity issues.
9.0 Outcomes of the research
After conducting the research into hate crime the whole team decided that it would be a good idea to have an event to raise awareness around disability hate crime and hate crime in general. Also the event would highlight whether we could engage with the community successfully.

This event included 14 stalls from professional organisations working in the criminal justice system which included the CPS, PCC, Police, Health and Community and environmental health from the council, where the community could engage with the different representatives from the criminal justice system.

This event attracted around 60 individuals from the local community; local dignitaries attended the event including the Mayor, and the local MP Mike Thornton. 

The general view was that the message was well received and in addition two individuals reported incidents of hate crimes.

At the end of the event we asked the participants who attended the event for feedback, overall the comments was that the event was good and well planned

Individual’s users who attended the event did feedback that they are not comfortable reporting incidents including hate crime to the police.
