Homophobic Hate Crime

1 in 5 Lesbian and Gay people have experienced a homophobic hate crime or incident in the last 3 years

Eight per cent of all Black and Minority Ethnic Lesbian and Gay people have experienced a physical assault or homophobic hate incident compared to four per cent of all Lesbian and Gay people
